Students who pass Spanish IV AP* in middle school are eligible to begin another language or enroll in Spanish V AP .  Being freshmen, however, they are advised that the AP Literature course, as newly revised this year, corresponds to a third-year college introductory course in Hispanic Literature.  The expanded list of readings introduces students to over seven centuries of rich and diverse literature and helps them reflect on many voices and cultures.  As 60 percent of the final AP score is based on written responses to poetry analysis, thematic analysis, and textual analysis, student should expect to further hone their reading and writing skills as they enjoy contemporary selections that represent diverse literature from the Southern Cone to New Mexico as well as humor and poetry from the Golden Age.  Whether they choose to enroll in Spanish as Freshmen, or wait until later, the only appropriate course to follow Spanish IV Language is Spanish V Literature.
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
