

AP* offers motivated students an exciting opportunity to pursue college-level Spanish language study in middle school.  Those who choose to participate may be eligible to receive high school credit and college credit when they enter college.





Pre-AP/AP Spanish is offered at NAME OF SCHOOL(S). The AP Spanish Course is a two-year program beginning with Pre-AP Spanish in 7th grade.





Students who have taken AP Spanish rank those experiences as the most valuable of their middle school studies.





Success on the AP Spanish Language Exam will earn the student 2 high school credits.  Students will be prepared to complete the Distinguished Achievement Program for graduation by having already met 2 years of the Language other than English (LOTE) requirement. Students may also earn credits at the college level by successfully taking the Exam.
